We recommend that clubs should be advertised to students (and ALs) several weeks in advance. This
could be via a subject website, module website or forum, AL communications to their students — or
via social media. We have used all channels! Try to time club events to avoid clashes with key
assessment.

You
have nothing to lose and everything to gain!
