• Identify which aspects of understanding and learning to program web technologies 
students find difficult from the tutor’s perspective. 

• Understand whether the approaches used in TU100 and TM129 successfully equips 
students to study TT284. 

• Understand how tutors deal with the challenge of working with students who struggle with 
programming. 

• Further understand challenges of teaching and learning programming at a distance.
